The Rappaport Center for Law and Public Policy experienced another impactful year, marked by a series
of dynamic programs, an exceptional Rappaport Distinguished Visiting Professor, extremely engaging
Senior Fellows in Residence, and—as always—extraordinary Fellows. Our programming reflects our
basic mission: to delve into issues that affect communities and individuals from a state and local
government perspective while being mindful of the broader context. To that end, this year we tackled a
notably wide range of critically important, complex issues, including racism in America, gun control,
reparations, affirmative action, affordable home ownership, workers’ rights, and more.

Our Senior Fellows, Chesa Boudin, former District Attorney of San Francisco, and Danielle Kinkel,
General Counsel of Massachusetts Housing Partnership, expounded on the challenges,
accomplishments, and potential future opportunities for “progressive” prosecutors and affordable
housing and home ownership, respectively. Their engagements not only enriched our programs but also
sparked vigorous, open, meaningful discussions and insights into these pressing areas of

law and policy.

Board Chair, Scott Harshbarger, stepping down as chair, while graciously agreeing to continue to serve
as a valued member of the Board.

A TRIBUTE TO SCOTT HARSHBARGER

In 2001, when the Rappaport Center for Law and
Public Policy was first established, Jerry Rappaport
chaired the board. As we all remember, Jerry’s
passion, vision, curiosity, determination,
savviness, caring, and diplomacy captured the
essence of his being. He poured his heart and soul
into the Rappaport Center and our sister
organization, the Rappaport Institute for Greater
Boston.

After many years, Jerry decided that he should pass
the torch of serving as chair of the Rappaport
Center Advisory Board and there was one obvious
choice—Scott Harshbarger, former Attorney
General of the Commonwealth and former District
Attorney for Middlesex County. Scott’s tenure as a
longtime public servant, tenacity, policy and
political acumen, and innate ability to connect and
engage with people, rendered him the perfect
Board Chair. Scott’s visionary prowess comported
with Jerry and Phyllis Rappaport’s long-range plans
to ensure that law students had opportunities to
experience the rewards and challenges of public
policy and public service.

Scott served through the transition to Boston
College Law School in 2015 and beyond until the
Fall of 2022. He collaborated with the Rappaport
Center’s inaugural Faculty Director, R. Michael
Cassidy, to establish the Center’s foundational
roots at Boston College Law School. Scott provided
consistent counsel and guidance to ensure that the
Rappaport Center would seamlessly integrate into
the Boston College Law School environment.

Jeffery Robinson, CEO & Founder of The Who We Are Project

Jeffery Robinson, CEO and Founder of The Who We Are
Project, an anti-racism nonprofit organization, served as the
Rappaport Distinguished Visiting Professor in the Fall of
2022. Prior to launching The Who We Are Project, Robinson
was a deputy legal director at the ACLU, Director of the ACLU
Trone Center for Justice and Equality, and a longtime private
practitioner, working on criminal justice reform advocating
for systemic change to eradicate structural racism in criminal
courts. Based in Seattle, Robinson was instrumental in the
enactment of General Rule 37, which radically changed the
landscape of jury selection by prohibiting race-based
peremptory challenges—intentional, implicit, institutional,
and unconscious—during jury selection in all trials, civil and
criminal, in the State of Washington.

To kick off the academic year, the Rappaport Center showed
“Who We Are: A Chronicle of Racism in America,” a
documentary written, produced, and narrated by Robinson
about his experiences as a Black man growing up in
Memphis, Tennessee, and the Black experience in America
from the arrival of enslaved individuals in 1619 in America to
the present day. In a crowded room of students, community
members, and Rappaport Center Advisory Board Members,
replete with popcorn and candy, Robinson transfixed the
audience during his commentary at the conclusion of the
film. People laughed and cried and learned about American
history, elections, racism, and relationships. In a 2022 review
by The Boston Globe, Globe correspondent Peter Keough
called Robinson a “powerful, impassioned, and laceratingly
lucid speaker” and remarked that “Robinson himself
expresses shock that despite receiving degrees from
Marquette University and Harvard Law School he himself had
not known some of these facts until he looked into them
recently.”



During the semester, Robinson taught a seminar: “Orwell’s Nightmare: United States Law and the
Support of Anti-Black Racism.” The class explored topics including housing, voting, peremptory
challenges, education, policing, the death penalty, reparations, and affirmative action. His students raved
about the course, shared personal stories, and engaged in lively, often controversial and difficult,
discussions throughout the semester.

Robinson also delivered a community address entitled “What Heritage Are You Talking About:
Confederate Monuments in the United States," and in a later program, joined his colleague from Seattle,
Lila Silverstein, Staff Attorney with the Washington Appellate Project and the lawyer with whom he
collaborated to write General Rule 37, for a program on “Peremptory Challenges: Exploring Court Efforts
Nationwide to Combat Racial Bias.” The Honorable David Lowy, Associate Justice of the Massachusetts
Supreme Judicial Court; Honorable Pamela Gates, Maricopa County Superior Court, Arizona and chair,
Task Force on Jury Data Collection, Practices, and Policies; and Steven Van Dyke, Staff Attorney at the
Committee for Public Counsel Services in Massachusetts, also participated as panelists.

As a result of student entreaties, we invited Robinson to return for a second semester in the Fall of 2023
giving another cohort of students, and all of us in the wider community, the opportunity to continue to
learn from Jeffery Robinson.

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SENIOR FELLOWS IN RESIDENCE

CHESA BOUDIN

January 2023

Chesa Boudin, former District Attorney (DA) for San Francisco, joined the
Rappaport Center in January 2022, as our Senior Fellow in Residence.
Boudin kicked off the second semester by delivering a rousing community
address on “Criminal Justice Reform: The Role of the Progressive
Prosecutor” to a standing-room only filled audience. Boudin, who had
been a public defender, ran for DA on a platform of progressive
prosecution. He discussed the election, the first in more than 100 years
that an incumbent was not on the ballot for District Attorney in San
Francisco. He talked about the failures of the criminal justice system and
recounted his personal experiences as a child visiting his parents in
prison alongside mostly Black and brown families. He shared three
significant promises he made to the public if elected: 1) ending mass
incarceration; 2) infusing victim services with resources; and 3) equal
enforcement of the law.

During his tenure as DA, Boudin nearly eliminated cash bail, he convinced
the Sheriff to stop collaborating with ICE on immigration matters, and he
never charged a juvenile as an adult. Under Boudin’s leadership, the
reduction in jail and prison population was staggering. Juvenile detention
decreased by 75%; adults in pre-trial detention decreased by 40%; and
adults in state prisons decreased by 25%. Yet, despite his achievements,
Boudin was recalled in 2022, two and a half years into his four-year term.

While at BC Law, Boudin also participated as a panelist in a program
entitled “The Future of Progressive Prosecution,” moderated by BC Law
Professor R. Michael Cassidy (Rappaport Center Advisory Board
Member). The other panelists were Kevin Hayden, Suffolk County District
Attorney, and Donna Patalano, former General Counsel for the Suffolk
DA’s Office and current appellate attorney for innocence claims. This
program, too, was widely attended and generated thoughtful discussion.

Boudin met with numerous students during his time at BC Law, both in
person and via Zoom, and guest lectured in Professor Dan Kanstroom's

seminar. Faculty and staff were able to engage with Boudin, as well.

Boudin was recently named founding Executive Director of the University
of California Berkeley Law School’s new Criminal Law & Justice Center.

SENIOR FELLOWS IN RESIDENCE

DANIELLE KINKEL

March 2023

The Rappaport Center welcomed a second Senior Fellow in Residence in
March of 2023, Danielle Kinkel, General Counsel of Massachusetts
Housing Partnership, a quasi-state agency working to provide affordable
housing throughout the Commonwealth. Kinkel’s Community Address,
“Undoing Past Policies: Building Equitable Access to Homeownership,”
launched BC Law’s Property and Housing Week. In her talk, Kinkel
delved into historic discrimination and the dearth of affordable housing
in Massachusetts. She pointed to statistics demonstrating a defection
from the Commonwealth and emphasized that such a “new kind of
affordability brain drain threatens our economy and affects who we can
hire, who teaches our children, and who contributes to the taxpayer
base.”

Kinkel addressed the reality that housing discrimination impacts
communities of color most severely and particularly Black Americans.
“The only way to heal these disparities is to intentionally make race-
based and class-based policies.” During Kinkel's remarks, she shared a
personal story of her upbringing in Grosse Pointe, Michigan, and the law
school class where her professor pointed to Grosse Pointe as a prime
example of profound housing discrimination. She discussed potential
solutions and emphasized the importance of collaborative efforts among
multiple agencies, state, local, and federal.

During her time as our Senior Fellow, Kinkel also organized and
moderated a program on “Affordable Homeownership: Barriers and
Solutions” with housing leaders in the Greater Boston area, including
representatives from Urban Edge, MassHousing, and DVM Consulting,
as well as BC Law Professor Lisa Alexander. Students were riveted by the
information shared, particularly as regards down payment opportunities
for first-time home buyers and mortgages and loans provided to low-
income individuals.

Kinkel met with multiple students and kindly agreed to continue her

engagement with the Rappaport Center by serving as a mentor for a
2023 Rappaport Fellow.
